Yang #1048, was established in 1908 by
British, Canadian, and American miners,
merchants and missionaries and meets at
the Seoul Club in Seoul on the 2nd and
4th Wednesday of every month. The other
two Scottish Lodges meet in Pusan and
nearby Pyongtaek.

Han Yang Lodge is a cosmopolitan Lodge,
made up of members from Korea, the UK,
Australia, Canada, the United States, the
Philippines and France. Regular visitors hail
from Bulgaria, Hong Kong, Spain, Finland
and other distant lands.

Information About Freemasonry

“Freemasonry is an organized society of men,
Symbolically applying the principles of Opera-
tive Masonry and architecture to the science
and art of character building.”

The aim is to build a better world by building
better men to work in their own communities.

Freemasonry is the world’s largest secular, frater-
nal and charitable organization. It teaches moral
lessons and self-knowledge through participation
in a progression of allegorical two-part plays.

For many years Freemasons have followed three
great principles:
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Brotherly Love — Every true Freemason will
show tolerance and respect for the opinions of
others and behave with kindness and under-
standing to his fellow creatures.
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Relief — Freemasons are taught to practice char-
ity, and to care, not only for their own, but also for
the community as a whole, both by charitable giv-
ing, and by voluntary efforts and works as indi-
viduals.
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Truth — Freemasons strive for truth, requiring high
moral standards and aiming to achieve them in their
own lives.
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What is the Purpose of Freemasonry
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Simply put, the overall purpose of Masonry is
to provide a way to help each member be-
come a better person. The fraternity places
emphasis on the individual by:
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U] strengthening his character;
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] improving his moral and spiritual out-
look; and
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] broadening his mental horizons.
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What are the Qualifications for Membership?
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® An applicant must believe in a Supreme Be-
ing. Freemasonry does not provide any further defini-
tion, the nature of that Being must be determined by
the applicant himself.
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® The applicant must be an upright man of
good moral character and be at least twenty
one years old.
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® He must not have a criminal record and
must be a peaceable citizen, loyal to his coun-
try and its laws.
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® He must be able to meet his financial
commitments to his family before those to Free-
masonry.
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® The applicant must have a positive per-
ception of the fraternity and act of his own
free will, uninfluenced by friends or merce-
nary motives.
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Membership is open to men of any race or re-
ligion who can fulfill these qualifications and are
of good repute.
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How does one become a Freemason?
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Usually by asking a Freemason. It is a gen-
eral rule, in Korea as well as in most other
countries, that a Freemason will not solicit
men for membership.
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
